Recreational Division Meeting Minutes

Introduction

Uniforms and training

The negatives were the amount of volunteer hours required and we can’t ask the same volunteers each year and the Club did not really save any money.  The division managers were asked about their thoughts on the training.  The managers were very happy and requested that it be started earlier and Dave LaRosa requested a video of each move be made and loaded up on the web-site for viewing.
Referees and player ratings


Chris Brick discussed the referee training held.  The turnout was outstanding.  It was mentioned that referees for U12 were out of position and the U15 games were getting out of hand.  Jim asked if there should be player ratings for U7 and U6 and Dave LaRosa and Dave Jones concurred.  Jim said he would send out the player lists and would expect a quick turnaround.  

Participation trophies

A discussion arose of whether the kids should get participation trophies or participation shirts to help promote the Club.  We would have a shirt design contest for the shirts.  The division managers decided it was best to defer the decision to the parents.  The vote came in and trophies won with an overwhelming victory.  

Select and indoor

Select tryouts have are going to begin.  To make sure we get the best players to tryout all #1 ranked players will be notified.  Jim suggested that the Select teams scrimmage the travel teams to get ready for the tournaments.  All parents of Select players will be required to volunteer for the Roger Erb tournament.  Jim commented that the Select teams could continue with the indoor and the Club could possibly get a discount if we book enough times.
